Though the sky was overcast, it was overcast with such a heavenly
‘congregation of vapours' that Wolf would not have had it otherwise.
There were filmy clouds floating there that seemed to be drifting like the
scattered feathers of enormous albatrosses in a pearl-white sea; and
behind these feathery travellers was the milky ocean on which they
floated. But even that was not all; for the very ocean seemed broken here
and there into hollow spaces, ethereal gulfs in the fleecy whiteness; and
through these gulfs was visible a pale yellowish mist, as if the universal
air were reflecting millions of primrose buds!*
